Artwork Guidelines for Custom Printed Cups

Loopy Lupine Distribution

· We send approved artwork to a plate making company to make the printing plates.  Once they are made we can use them for many print runs, they are reusable.  We have to order 12 plates because 12 images are printed at once on large paper sheets before they are die cut into cup walls and subsequently formed into cups.  This means that potentially you could have 12 different designs, one design, or something in between, it is up to you.

· Artwork must be in black and white.  You will pick your color from the Pantone color guide.

· Vector format is best.  The artwork can be saved as .pdf, .svg, or .ai and all fonts should be saved as paths or outlined.

· If all you have is an image file, save it in the highest resolution you can and send it in, I will see if it is workable.  Usually I can make it work.  If I need to spend more than an hour formatting your artwork, I would let you know first, then additional time is billed at $48/hour.

· The Maximum size for the artwork is 3.5” tall by 6” wide.  If you have a wide design (more than 6” wide) then it is best to only have 3” width of text near the bottom.  We will use the same plates on all sizes of cups, and each size has a slightly different curvature.  Usually I split the difference so the artwork will look fine on all sizes.  However, if the artwork is wraparound wide, this is more difficult.  Once I see the art, I will advise on this issue.

· Font sizes under 12pt may not always print clearly, so you should stay 12pt or above.

· Very intricate designs should be avoided.  If your design looks too intricate, I will advise you on how to remedy that.  Line widths should be at least 0.01”.  Occasional lines thinner than this may be ok, but if it is a fine, intricate design, it will bleed and fill in on the uncoated paper.

· I will take care of bending the artwork so it looks good on the cups.  Supply it to me in rectilinear format.

· When I have the artwork bent, I will print it out and affix it to a cup so you can see how it will look.  If you are out of town, you can print it yourself and do this.  It will look different wrapped around a cup than it will on flat paper, so you must do this before proceeding.

· When you approve the artwork after looking at it affixed to a cup, I will order the printing plates.  Also, you will need to tell me the ink color at this time.  From then, it is about 2-3 weeks turnaround until you see your finished cups.

· You may request the Made in AK logo (below) to be printed on your cups, otherwise the cups will only have printed exactly what you submit.
